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After just completing COMM 2200, I now understand that performers never have it as difficult as directing and coaching the on-screen talent. I say this because when you’re a director, you find yourself constantly stressing over the scripts, screenplays, storyboards, shooting schedules, security, film permits, location scouting, camera angles, tripods, jib-arms, cinematography, choreography, lighting, editing, props, wardrobe, dress rehearsals, shooting schedules, deadlines, visual, sound and special effects, however, I wouldn’t give it up for anything in the world. Nonetheless, sometimes the assignments and time restrictions were extremely demanding where I felt they were always pushing me to the limits of my potential as I strived to do a good quality job on all my work. 

However, the experience I had while working in the field was amazing to me mostly because the assignments and deadlines always kept me on track and never let me rest until I finished them. Everything I was taught in our textbook and in class increased my knowledge and awareness on how to produce a professional product for the broadcasting world.


This class also helped me to realize that if a below average under-achiever attaches himself to a group of over-achievers to do the least amount of work while gaining the most amount of credit, the useless undergraduate eventually gets outcasted by the pack while demonstrating poor quality on their new assignments when their forced to work alone. Student producers pretty much get what they put into their projects; if someone does a feeble job on their acting, filming or editing, it always shows up in the final product, just because somebody enjoys the attention of the camera, that dosen’t nessasarly mean their talented. It’s no wonder why only serious people become successful in life while fun seekers are forced to send conglomerates their resumes and post cards from poverty lane.  
As for myself, I learned that I could now do anything I set my mind to; no matter how many flaky obstacles I’m forced to deal with in order to produce a complete form of media. I may not be rich and sucessful, but I can at least claim that this broadcasting class has pointed me into the right direction.
