I.   In 2008 the Salt Lake County Sheriff's Office received over 8000 calls due to

Domestic violence concerns where twenty-two people died from these related issues (ABC 4 News).

II.  According to the Domestic Violence Council Biennial Report, on September of 2008, 

523 victims found refuge in safety shelters that were provided by local coalitions in Utah (8). 

Need

A. The office of Domestic and Sexual Violence said, “media seems to convey that it’s ok to hit women in our society. However, Fathers should watch more TV with their sons to help them interpret that it’s wrong” (Searle).

B. The executive director of the Domestic Violence Council says, “more men need to be role models in our community and tell boys in schools that it’s immoral to hit girls. They need to teach them these ethics while their young” (Kasten-Bell).

IV.   Domestic Violence is at an all time high in the United States.

A. The National Crime Victimization Survey reported 248,300 individuals were

B.   Among all violent crimes, Domestic Violence, Rape, and Sexual Assault showed  
 the largest increases (http://www.ojp.usdoj.gov/bjs/abstract/cv07.htm). 

V.   Most of these problems don’t only exists with adults but are also affecting teenagers. 

A. According to the YWCA, a recent study showed that teen girls were four to six times more likely to get pregnant than non-abused teens (N.P. YWCA).

B. The YWCA also said, “No one is exempt from Domestic Violence, regardless of their age, background or education” (Butchereit).
