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Decisions are made by those who show up:  Voting in Utah Fact Sheet
1.  In 2010, Utah had a population of 2,763,885 people of which 1,901,553 (68.8%) are of voting age and eligible to vote [minus approximately 5 percent for convicted felons, non citizen workers and students, etc.] (State).
2.  In 2010, Utah had 1,530,574 registered voters or 80.5% of all voting age residents (Bell).
3.  During the 2010 elections Utah had a total voter turnout of approximately 534,170 people or 34.9% of all eligible voters.  This was tied for fourth worst in the nation (with New York), ahead of only Tennessee, Texas and the District of Columbia (Dr. McDonald).
4.  In the 2008 presidential election Utah was second worst in the nation in voter turnout with only 53.1%, ahead of only Hawaii.  This was down from 67.8% in the 2004 presidential election, but up from the 2006 midterm election when Utah finished last in the nation with just 36.7% of eligible voters casting ballots (Bernick).
5.  Since 1980, Utah has been going downward in voting percentage compared to the national average (Brown). 
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6.  Food for thought: Since the 2004 election (according to this author’s research), Utah’s decisions have been made by an average of 48.1% of eligible voters.
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
