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How to Shoot Pigeons Without Trouble

Instructions:

Most people live in apartment buildings near ponds, fountains or lakes that universally attract different flocks of birds to its drinking water. As man and bird regularly try to avoid each other in public, the pigeon usually infiltrates human territory when the man’s back is turned. As a matter of fact, this feathered creature will prowl into your home and rob provisions from your kitchen and fridge if you keep your doors wide open. There have also been known cases of birds traveling down chimneys during the winter time only to set-up their nests on the top of living room bookshelves. 

Vagrant pigeons, better known as feathered rodents, sometimes use private balconies, patios and swamp coolers as their own personal lavatories. 

Their waste-matter gets clogged up in most filtered air conditioners while causing people to inhale their filth. According to PigeonWaste.com:

· “Acidic bird droppings can do great damage to air conditioning equipment, industrial machinery, siding, insulation etc.”

· “Bird waste is very acidic. They eat away at many substrates, especially tar-based roofing materials.”

· “Most bird droppings, but especially pigeons and gulls, will fade paint finishes by actually eating into the protective coating of the paint itself.”

On the next few pages, you’ll find a list of steps and guidelines to follow for sending those vagabond pigeons of yours back into exile. All without getting yourself into any kind of trouble with the law.

Step One: 

The most entertaining way to get rid of these critters is to purchase yourself a Super-Soaker water cannon from Target or Toys-R-Us before you declare war on their bird sovereignty. The prices on these water weapons may vary in quality, but should not exceed $30.00 for the best. The box that your new water gun comes with should have the How-To instructions listed on the outside of its container.
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Step Two:

If you follow all these steps and the advocates still antagonize you, let them know your actions are not considered cruel during the hot summer season; especially since you’re cooling the pigeons down with fresh water to avoid them having a heat stroke.  

Take Action:

You’re now ready to go out and shower the pigeons with your attention. 
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Tactic:
When starting-off, don’t aim directly at their face or chest because pigeons are very quick to out-maneuver amateur attacks. They nose-dive towards gravity at the first sight of danger. First aim your gun one-inch below their claws before you open fire. This will cut-off their exit strategy and force them to fly upward, usually against the air-currents which will give you the extra time you need to redirect the water flow and get a bulls-eye.

Pigeon Vengeance:

Benefits:
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After the first month, your campaign will see a change for the better when the pigeons start to scatter abroad and trip over themselves to get away from the mere sight of you. 

On the second month, everything becomes guerrilla warfare; you’ll commonly find pigeons hiding on your ceiling, side-drainage-pipe, or between the pillars of your balcony. Once you perfect your game, the pigeons won’t see you targeting them through your vertical blinds until it’s too late.
