As I got to the Catholic Community Service Center in downtown Salt Lake City, I parked my car and walked up to the painting to take a beautiful snap shot of the artwork with my digital camera. I then noticed many of the people who were walking in and out of the building were unfortunately passing by the mural without taking the time to observe its magnificence. This was a small disappointment to me as I proceeded in taking notes and analyzed the fine works before me.

The first thing I perceived was a pregnant woman who had a hole in her stomach; this revealed the baby inside her. The child had something that looked like milk, which was pouring out of the infant’s head; a little too disturbing for my taste. The milk then shot upward forming two loops, one of them led into a crystal ball that was held up by the Virgin Mary. Two people (a man and a woman) were separately on each side of the canvas flying through the white substance. The female looked like a normal Latina while the male looked like a Mexican Gangster.

I had seen a lot of ethnic people such as African Americans and Anglo Caucasians in the watercolor. The mural is simply brilliant because the artist placed an Aztec warrior on each side of the mural drinking from their water flasks. After I concluded my research, I noticed a car parked next to mine where seven volunteers surrounded it. I was afraid somebody wrecked into my property at first but it turned out the car next to me broke down and the workers were assisting him in pushing his vehicle out of the parking lot and back out onto the road.
